Most Caribbean countries have a Central Water Authority which is
responsible for the water supply to all communities. The authority maintains
20 and seeks to improve the water catchment areas, and also the collection,
storage, treatment and delivery of water. In order to provide this service, the
authority employs many trained persons for field and office work. It costs a

lot of money to bring water to all sections of the community.
